In 2018, CTIA took 3,000 items of counterfeits more than in 2017
(Final report of 2018)

(Prague, February 22, 2019) In 2018, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out a total of 1,914 inspections aimed at offering, selling and storing products infringing certain intellectual property rights. In the course of 2018, it took a total of 41,379 items of counterfeits, which is 2,994 counterfeits more than in 2017. In terms of assortment, most of the infringement of intellectual property rights related to textile products and the following trademarks: Pokémon, Salomon, Apple, Nike, Adidas, Tommy Hilfiger, Calvin Klein, Gucci, and Louis Vuitton.

During the period from 2 January to 31 December, 2018, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 1,914 inspections within which it inspected compliance with the obligations stemming to vendors from the Act on Consumer Protection. Specifically, it was the provision prohibiting traders to offer, sell and store products infringing certain intellectual property rights (Section 8 of Act No. 634/1992 Coll.). It also monitored compliance with other legislation. In the final evaluation, it found that the traders violated the legislation in 1,495 cases (78.11%), including 554 inspections in which the prohibition of offering, selling and storing products infringing certain intellectual property rights was breached, which represented 28.94%.
In 2018, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority secured 41,379 counterfeits in the value of originals amounting to CZK 92,372,724.90. That was 2,994 counterfeits more than in 2017, when it collected 38,385 pieces of counterfeits in the value of originals amounting to CZK 83,946,862.
Collected counterfeits that don’t comply with special legal regulations will be subsequently destroyed or used for humanitarian purposes after a lawful decision is made.
In some cases, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carries out inspections aimed at abidance with intellectual property rights together with the Czech Police, the Customs Administration, Trade Licensing Offices, Municipality Police as well as the Fire Rescue Service.
