CTIA seized almost two and a half thousand items of counterfeit goods worth almost CZK 3 million in the third quarter

(Report for Q3 2023)

(Prague, 12 December 2023) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority continued its inspections of compliance with the ban on the sale of counterfeits. In the third quarter of 2023, the inspectors of the Czech Trade Inspection Office carried out 146 inspections and found violations of generally binding regulations in 117 inspections (80.14%), while 61 inspections recorded violations of the prohibition of the offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights, which represented 41.78%. In total, they seized 2,397 items of counterfeit goods worth CZK 2,915,724.

In the period from 1 July to 30 September 2023, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority checked compliance with the ban on the offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights or unauthorised use of a designation protected under a special legal regulation. 

The inspection sites were fixed establishments and online shops offering products to consumers. Inspections were also carried out in marketplaces and marketplaces in the border area, for example in the municipalities of Strážný, Svatý Kříž, Svatá Kateřina and Železná Ruda, where products infringing certain intellectual property rights are still found. ¨

CTIA inspectors carried out 146 inspections and recorded violations of generally binding regulations in 117 inspections (80.14%).  

Out of the total number of 146 inspections, 61 inspections recorded violations of the prohibition of offering for sale and the sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights, which in percentage terms represents 41.78%. In addition to sanction measures, the CTIA seized 2,397 pieces of counterfeit products at the price of the originals of CZK 2,915,724 during this inspection action. In terms of assortment, intellectual property rights were infringed most frequently in toys and products for children and in textiles. The most infringed products were imitations of PokémonWizards, Tommy Hilfiger, Nike and Apple. 

In accordance with Section 7b of Act No. 64/1986 Coll., on the Czech Trade Inspection, the seized products were stored out of reach of the persons inspected. The products that do not comply with the special legal provisions, for which a final decision on their forfeiture or seizure will be taken, will subsequently be destroyed or used for humanitarian purposes. 

In some inspections, the CTIA has also used consumer suggestions. In 4 cases, it cooperated with other state and local government authorities, namely trade licensing authorities.

Due to the high detection rate (41.78%) of counterfeit goods, the CTIA will continue these inspections in the next quarter. 

Sanctions imposed

Between 1 July and 30 September 2023, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 140 fines worth CZK 2,268,000.
