CTIA detected the product "140LED Christmas light chain" in the market, which poses a serious risk to consumers  

(Prague, 23 May 2024) In the market in the Czech Republic, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority (CTIA) found an electric product on offer to consumers that may pose a serious risk of electric shock or death to consumers. The product in question is the "140LED Christmas light chain". 

According to CTIA findings, the product poses a serious risk of electric shock or death to the user as a result of the user touching accessible live parts of the product due to the removal of the power lead from the electronic unit or the removal of its cover.

It is a Christmas light chain with 140 non-replaceable LED light sources, equipped with an electronic unit in a cardboard packaging. On the power cord there is a label which says: 140 LED light chain, product values: 3V, 0,03W, 0,01A, bulbs are not replaceable, number of bulbs 140pcs, made by Taizhou Hengda Lighting Co. Ltd. Add: Bonhai Industrial Zone, iaojiang, Zheijang China, distributor Lamer fashion s.r.o. Výletní 362/10, 14200 Praha 4, CZECH, AG-140LED. The electronic unit is marked and labelled with the following information: EK-04, CE, EMC, LVD, 8PROGRAMS MINICONTROLLER on the other side of the English instruction manual for the switch. On the packaging it is displayed: 140LED DIODE CHRISTMAS LIGHTING CHAIN, power supply 220-250V, 50Hz, 6,5W, II., IP20, made by Taizhou Hengda Lighting Co., Ltd. Binhai Industrial Zone, Taizhou, Zhejiang China, distributor Lamer Fashion s.r.o., ADD: Výletní 362/10, 14200 Praha 4, CZECH, pictogram for indoor use only, CE, warning in other languages.
The product poses a serious risk: The power supply lead is not securely anchored to the electronic unit and is not sufficiently secured against the pull-out; it is connected only by fusible material and soldering. Handling the lead may result in the lead being pulled out of the unit, thereby exposing live parts of the product. The user touches a live part of the product that is energized, and serious injury or death to the user by electric shock will result. The mechanical strength of the electronic unit is not sufficient, the cover can be easily removed from the controller by hand without applying force or using a tool, thereby exposing live parts of the product. 

The administrative authority, the CTIA Inspectorate Pilsen and Karlovy Vary Region, imposed a protective measure on the seller pursuant to Section 50(3) of Act No. 90/2016 Coll., on the assessment of conformity of specified products when they are supplied to the market, as amended, which is a ban on the supply to the market of the said product, which is dangerous and which has already been placed on the market. 
The product is reported to the contact point at the MIT and information about it will be published in the SAFETY GATE system.
